us. We pray that 2007 is a blessed year for you and hope you are encouraged by all 
that God is doing with NDE Network. 

I sense a new seasoné..that we 
are on a rising wave at the prepa-
ration of something that is about to 
happen.  
In the UK we are four months into 
a national year of prayer and in my 
experience God does not call us to 
prayer to get ideas or because He 
is bored, but because He is already 
up to something and wants us to 
partner with Him. The question in 
the air is: What is God up 
toé.what is on Godôs agenda that 
He is asking us to partner with? 
How is this specific season of 
prayer meant to be preparing and 
stirring us? What kind of transfor-
mation and radical action is it going 
to lead us to? 
For sure there are several answers 
to these questions. However, I feel 
that one answer to that God is call-
ing us to evaluate some of the 
things that we have been taught 
about church. Has God given up 
on the organised church? I do not 
believe soébut I do believe that 
God is stretching us to look further 
beyond our four walls into the com-
munities in which we live and the 
rest of the world. In those places, 
among the searching and the bro-
ken, the gospel, the offerings, the 
worship and the prayer is needed 
more that it is within our church 
congregations, 
Social action is not a project within 
our weekly activitieséit is the out-
flow of the gospel and the outwork-
ing of prayer and worship in the 
world around us. It is one of the 

reasons why we prayé.to see 
transformation in the world in which 
we live. 
 As wonderful as it is to 
celebrate the achievements of  
William Wilberforce and the bicen-
tenary of the Abolition of Slavery 
act in the UK, I wonder how much 
the church in his time understood 
what Wilberforce and his col-
leagues were about! Or was he a 
lone voice as many social cam-
paigners are today in our congre-
gationsé.where one or two people 
are the activists for social change 
whilst the rest of the congregations 
knows little about what their cam-
paigns are all about. 
Maybe, this season of prayer is a 
time for us to recognise that it is no 
longer business as usual. We will 
never have enough time to be in-
volved in every area of need that 
presents itself to us, but indiffer-
ence and lack of engagement can-
not be excused.  We are Christôs 
ambassadors, and as such we are 
called to be representatives of Him 
in our communities. (2 Corinthians 
chapter 5 v 20) 
 
This spring in Manchester, I am 
privileged to be involved in the 
Blow the Whistle Campaign! This is 
the global follow up to the óMake 
Poverty Historyô Campaign ï the 
half time call of the people to the 
G8 Governments to honour their 
pledge to halve world poverty by 
2015. This initiative, spear headed 
by Micah Challenge, is an example 

of the church being stirred to act 
and speak outéto push for 
transformation in the global 
arena. 
 
NDE Network is holding a con-
ference this June ï a time of 
passionate prayer and refresh-
ing. But also a time where we 
will pray passionately for the 
transformation of our cities, 
communities and nations. The 
speakers, Martin Scott, Wale 
Babatunde, Godfrey Birtill and 
Sue Sinclair have been chosen 
because of what they carry in 
their hearts of seeing the body 
of Christ influencing positive

And we can all be a part of 
transformation in some way ï 
be it big or small. Let us fall on 
our knees in prayer this yearé
but let it also be a time where 
we allow God to expand our 
visions of what the kingdom of 
God looks like in our world. A 
time where we allow God to 
position us in our world so that 
we can strategically influence 
our communities for the greater 
good. Let us go in ( to prayer) 
and out (into the community) 
and be the agents of change 
that are so desperately needed.

Life is full and exciting at the Kam-

pala Childrenõs Centre in 

Uganda.  

In January, we completed 

the fifth house and began 

building of the next three.  

We also hosted several vol-

unteers from England, USA 

and Canada, and welcomed 9 more 

children from the northern Ugandan 

district of Pader. These children were 

orphans from one of the largest inter-

nally displaced peopleõs camps remain-

ing in northern Uganda, and they are 

quickly settling into their new home.  

We have welcomed some new mem-

bers of staff to the KCC team in Uganda: One of 

the NDE ð Uganda Trustees , Mary, took over as 

Operations Manager. She is joined in the office 

by Rachel, our accountant. Also 3 new staff 

were recruited to run the education department: 

Christopher, the Educational Manager, and  two 

new teachers, Ruth and Julian, Please pray for 

them all as they settle into their new roles.  

And Congratulations to Susan ð an instrumental 
team member in Uganda who had her first baby 
ð a little boy - on 20 th March.  

The Kindergarten has 
been running in a tem-

porary building until now 
but the foundations for 
our new building are 
completed and we an-
ticipate that it will be 
finished by the end of 

the year. 
 
Thank you so much to all of you who 
have helped us to raise money for 
the Kindergarten so far.

phone call from a friend in Liver-
poolðSue Sinclair, from Commu-
nity Watchman Ministries. They 
had decided that they wanted to 
raise money to build a house at 
KCC. The initial £10,000 that they 
pledged to raise seemed like a 
daunting amount of money but 
they began. However, to date they 
have raised over £20,000! This 
January, Sue and some of the 
fundraising group visited Uganda 
and helped us to furnish their 
completed house at KCCðhouse 
number 5: Abundant House.  
 And the completion of the 
fifth house marks the end of 
Phase 1 of KCC! A wonderful 
landmark for usð how much God 
has enabled us to achieve in just 
two years! 

 

The CWM team also participated 

in the January Leadership Con-

ference In Uganda bringing 

teaching and Prophetic input to 

the Pastors gathered there.  

They also distributed over 200 

bibles to pastors of churches in 

poorer rural areas of Uganda. 

On returning home, the team 
have begun sponsoring the 10 
children who have moved into 
their new home.
